devices.”

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• Speech To Text (STT) 

o “Speech to text can be very useful, particularly for students with dyslexia. However, individuals must 

remember to check their work when using this feature as it does not always “understand” you 

correctly.”

• Literacy Suites 

o “These programs combine several functionalities such as TTS, STT, word prediction, specialized 

dictionaries and different kinds of e-text annotation. Many have OCR capabilities so “inaccessible 

text,” such as text in pictures or locked PDFs, can be read. Most are compatible with a variety of e-

text formats so a student can import an e-book, a web article, a Google doc or a text from 

Bookshare. Many support several languages. Most of these packages today have a web-based 

component as well as having downloadable software so they can be used on different devices 

easily. These are more complicated than the other one-task apps, so training is the key! Often the 

companies or college guidance offices will provide this if you ask.”
