A QUEER LORD.

A Pretended Nobleman in Plying ITis
Tricks Lands in Prison and Has a
Chance to Refleet Upon the Uncertain-
ties of Life.

Another izmteresing chapter in the ro-
mantic eareer of “Lord” Walmesley, an ac-
count of whose recent exploits in Hanni-
bal Mo.,as an English nobleman under the
name of *Gen. Knox” was recently pub-
lished, has been divulged. In his latest
adventure the general did not meet with
such suceess as attended the game he

piayed in Hannibal, and he now rests be-
hind the bars of the Lewiston (IlL.) ijail,

on a charge of abduction. It seems that
Walmsley, who was recentlv released from
the penitentiary at the expiration of a
sentence of the Pike county cireuit court,
went to Avon, Fulton county Iil., and
with the assistance of an accomplice, who
represented himsell as a United States
marshal, he obtained posssesion of his lit-
tle daughter Naunie, who was then living
at the house of Mr. Henry Hoffman, a

brother of Walmsley’s wife, and took her
to the house of a Mr. Neff. He represented
to Neff that he was an English lord and
immensely wealthy, being worth about
$3,000,000 ; that he would buy a farm for
Neil and give him posseszion it he would
take care of his daughter and wife, the
latter being then at the house of Mrs.
Harriet Shelley, in Ceoperstown township.
Walmsley concocted a scheme to abduoct
his wile, and getting Neff to borrow a pis-
tol for him,the two men drove at mid-
night to the residence of Mrs. Bhellev for
the purpose, a8 Walmsley said, of ietting
her to go and live with Neff and if that
failed, giving ber $20,000 for pecket change
for a season, Nefl, who appears to be an
unsophisticated yonng man, readily con-
sented to act as Walmsley direeted, and at
9 g’¢lock in the morning he roused the
Shelley household and stated that his mis-
sion was to request Mrs, Walmsley to meet
her husbiand in a wood nesr the house,
Thizs Mrs. Walmsley refused to do, the
vyarden of the ?enitentiary having written
to her that Walmsley had declared his in-
tention of killing her upon being released,
and warning her to look out for him,
Upon this turn of affsirs the scheme of ab-
duction was abandoned, and Walmsley and
Neft left the scene and returned to the lat-
ter’s house. At Lia{lr]‘eﬂ.k the authorities
were informed of the night’s occurrence,
and they started out to find the would-be
abductors. Walmsley heard the officers
approaching the house and hurriedly hid
himself and hig daughter Nannie under a
trundle bed in Nefi's house. Walmsley
| and Neff were both placed under arrest,
| and atter a preliminary hearing the latter
was realeased, and Walmsley was taken to
Lewiston and plaeed in jail, where he met
hiz accomplice in the abduction of Nellie
Walmsley who had meantime also heen
captured and jailed.

MURDERED IN BED.

A Wealthy Bachelor Banker Found Dead
in his Sleeping Apartment—Horrible Mu-
tllation of the Body—The Safe then Re-
lieved of its Countents.

A special tothe Milwaukee Republican-
Sentinel from Waupaca, Wis., says:

One of the most daring murders and bank
robberies ever pérpetrated in the history ot
Wisconsin ocourred in this city last night,
the vietim being H. O, Mead, a wealthy
banker,_whn:‘w&ﬁmte business _in‘ﬂl el

st8Uyears. Mr. Mead was fi bach-
elor nearly 60 years old, of eccentric habits.
He has used an apartment in the bank as
his sleeping room, and taken his meals at a
hotel. He did not come to breakfast this
morning, but nothing was thought of it, as
such a thing frequently happened. When
the dinner hour had passed and he did not
make his appearance, a messenger from the
hotel was dispatched to the bank to learn
the reason of his absence. Repeated knocks
at the door brought no response, and the
back window was resorted to. The wire
screem had been cut, and the upper sash
lowered. On the floor within lay the body
of the banker. Blood was spattered on the
walls, and a large pool was on the floor.

THE NEWS OF THE MURDER

spread like wildfire. The proper anthori-
ties impanneled a coroner’s jury who inves-
tigated the case. It was decided that the
deceased came to his death from a gunshot
wound inflicted by a gun fired from the
rear window of the bask by unknown par-
ties. Mead was probably sitting at a small
table In the back room writing and heard
the noise at the window, and upon turniag
received a full charge of shot, probably
from both barrels of a shotgun, completely
tearing the nose, eyes, and part of the brain
from the head. The assassin then elimbed
througih the window, went to the safe, that
was still unlocked, and rifled the money
chest, taking several thousand dollars in
currency, gold and bonds, The night was
a stormy one, and well chosen for such a

deed. There is no clue to the perpetrators
of the erime.

The above dispatch was filed at ‘Waupaca
at 9 p, m. on the 8th instant, and received
at Menosha at 11:30 on the 9th, then for-
warded fo Milwaukee reaching here at 8:30
a. m. to-day, taking 24 hours for a distance
of 125 miles,

Further developments show that Mead
was worth considerably over $100,000. The
bank is a one-story wooden building, the
front room being used for bank business,
Tn the rear room was the sleeping apart-
ment of the murdered man. Not five feet
from where his bed stood is a window, the
sill of which is about five feet from the
ground. In thie room Mead has slept and
almost lived for 25 years, having no wife or
children. His peril was often mentioned to
him, and his answer was that he never
harmed any one in hislife, and that if it was
his monay that was wanted it would notbe
necessary to kill him,

and the door leading into the business part
of the building, the right arm under the

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shot away, and the flesh and
blood were lying on the floor several feet
from the corpse. What was left of the face
was almost unrecognizable, and the lon
brown beard that once was strenked wit
gray was clotted with flesh and blood. The
wound was caused by a discharge from a
shotgun loaded very heavily with fine ghot.
Death must have been instantaneous. The
shot was evidently fired from the rear win-
dow. Ioquiry reveals the fact that zeveral
people who live in the immediate vicinity
heard the report of & gun about midnight,
but as euch a thing is not unusual it caused
ro alarm. A commiltee of the lea'ing citi-
zeng called a meeting for this evening, and
a most thorough investigation will be made.
The relatives of Mr. Mead are wealthy, and
a large reward will be offered for the cap-
ture of the murderers and robbers.

CROOKS BAGGED.

A Gang of Counterfeiters Captured at In-
dianapolis—Detectives at Work on the
Case a Year,

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Oct 12.—A grand
capture of counterfeiters was made in this
state last night and to-day. Nearly a year
ago the secret service received an intima-
tion that a gang of spurious coin manufact-
urers were loeated in Tipton county, with
agents running into this city, snd Wiliiam
Kennock, a government detective, under-
took the task of unearthing them.
Nearly six months ago he gained their
confidence and was admitted to member-
ship. e was aided by R. D, Hobhbs of Tip-
ton, and last night the trap was sprung, re-
sulting in the arrest of Dr. Chas. Booth, of
Kempton, Lorenzo Haworth, of Hamilton
county, Newton Wright, Jasper N. Wright,
James Small, Jacob Masters, Christopher A.

WEBSTER IN 1852,

What He Really Sald 'When Defeated at
Baltimore.
George Ticknor Curtis in N. Y. Tribune,

Mr. Webster was not at Marshfield, but
he was in Washington when the Whig
convention assembled at Baltimore, The
convention met on the 16th of J une,
1852, and was in session wuntil the 22d.
’l‘hm:e were fifty-three ballotings for a
presidential candidate. The number of
votes necessary to a choice was 147, On
the fifty-third balloting. Scotk had 159
votes, Fillmore 112, and Webster 21
| Late in the evening of the 22d, when the
result was known in Washington, Gene-
ral Scott was serenaded at his residence.
The crowd then moved to Mr. Webster's
house, and in response to their call he
addressed them from the window of his
chamber. In my life of Mr, Webster,
volume 2, p. 232, T printed a brief report
of his remarks, given by telegraph in the
newspapers of the time. It was not a
full version of the speech., The following
corrected report was furnished to me by
a friend long after the publication of my
work, and it will be inserted in the next
edition:

[Ithank you, fellow citizens, for your
friendly and respectful call. Iam very
glad to see you. Some of you have been
engaged in an arduous puklic duty at

Utimore, the object of yeur meeting
being the selection of a fit person to be
supported for the office of president of
the United States. Others of you take
an interest in the result of the delibera-
tions of that assembly of Whigs. It so
happened that my name among others
was presented on the occasion; another
candidate, however, was preferred. I
have only to say, gentlemen, that the
convention did, I doubt not, what it
thought best, and exercised its discretion
in the important matter committed to it.
The result has caused me no personal
feeling whatever, nor any change of con-
duct or purpose. What I have been, I
am in 1].)ru:mlple and character ; and what
I am, 1 hope to continue to be. Circum-
stances or opponents may triumph over
my fortunes, but they will not triumph
over my temper or self-respect.

The details, briefly stated are
that the cars are made to bhe elongated
and raised by a telescopic process when
in use as an opera house and closed when
in transit. The plan has been submitted
to numerous architects and railroad men,
who pronounce it perfectly feasible me-
chanically, while faith in its financial
soundness has been shown by repeated
offers of* capital to carry on the enter-
prise.

There are yet many simple yet very
handsome details of the construction and
ornamentation in the design, which em-
braces a large stage with the trapsand
other machinery, flats, wings, set pieces
and borders, of a first class theatre; a par-
quette, dress circle and gallery, all of
which is carried in the cars. The build-
ing can be imt together inside of five
hours after the train has been drawn to
the lot selected for the exhibition, and in
order to reach a lot away from the rail-
road depot, a portable track half a mile
long is arranged for.

The work of moving a train into town
and of setting up the house will be done
under the supervision of two foremen—
one set of men working on the stage and
the other in the auditorinm—by laborers
employed in the town.

Mr, Coup’s plan iz to advertire and
work up business as he would for a cir-
cus, which work, coupled with the nov-
elty o’ the plan and the excellence of the

It is not
insisted or even claimed that appellee

was contracted with as an assistant to
the city attorney or as additional coun-
sel. The mayor entirely ignores the
city attorney, and we might say the
ordinance and city council, and attempts
to contract with appellee as an inde-
pendent counsel. No regard whatever
is paid to the fact that appellant has an

attornej-—and neither does it appear
that the attorney of appellant, appoint-
ed Dy the city " council wds absent or
sick or unable to proper ly take charge
of the question then pending. If the
mayor had any authority whatever to
employ an attorney, to represent the
interests of appellant, he gets that pow-
er from the ordinance referred to and is
restricted by the terms, meaning and
spirit of the ordinance. It is wholly
immaterial what may have been his
views as to the necessities of the ocea-
sion, he could only employ assistant or
additional counsel—He had no power
whatever except that which was given
by the terms of the ordinance. He had
no discretion whatever. Neither the
legislature nor the city council had en-
trusted hin with any diseretionary pow-
er, except as provided in the ordinance.
The power given by the ordinance,
whatever it was, he held in trust, for
the benefit of the people of the municip-
ality. The faithful discharge of that
trust was absolutely required. 1t is not
at all unfair to presume, that if the
mayor had properly informed appellee,
that the ordinances of appellant author-
ized him only to employ counsel to aid
the city attorney that much more reason-
able terms might have been made with
appellee as compensation for his ser-
vices. The litigation in this case as
shown by the evidence, leads us to be-
lieve this to be true—In any event the
mayor had no poweér other than that
conferred hy the ordinance and that
did not authorize him to make the con-
tract offered in evidence. Appellang
insists that the city council had no pow-
er to enact the ordinance in question.
That it was a delegation of power, that
by the terms of the charter rested only
with the eity council.

The original building of the Heim
Brewery is a mammoth building, sever-
al stories in height, and containing the
machinery and apparatus for a large
and first-class brewery. Beneath this
building is the cellar, where there is
now stored $50,000 worth of beer.
There are also in this building 50 huge
fermenting casks, containing from 1,000
102,500 gallons each. In these casks
the malt is placed to go through the fer-
menting process, when the brewer is
ready to convert it into beer.  Fermen-
tation is 6ne of the most important pro-
cesses in beer making. In this build-
ing are about 120 casks or hogsheads,
for storing the beer after it Las been

tons daily, and in the same building
they intend to put in another ice ma-
chine next summer, which will have a
daily capacity of 50 tons and to cost
$50,000. Their present machine was
putin one year ago last May.

The improvements now in course of
completion, are s malt house, and an
elevator. The elevator will be 100 feet
high, and is situated in the northwest
corner of the new building. The malt
house, which is the new building, will
be finished with but two stories at first,
but can afterwards be built four stories
high when necessary, and it is the i in- |
tention of the firm to so extend as Iw-t
as business requires. The dimensions of |
this building are lb.ru-, and it will
contain the largest single malt house
floor in this Western country. The ele-
vator, occupies but a small space of
the building. The Heim Bros., will
then be enabled to make 600 bushels of
malt per day. In the second story of
this building there are three large steep
tanks with a capacity of 400 barrels
each. In these the dry barley is first|
placed, and moistened, and heing kept
warm, sprouts and begins to grow. It
then goes to the drying kiln, and thence
to 111:: floor of the malt house, when the
barley has been converted into malt
and is nearly as sweet as sugnr. Sugar
is one of the principal ingredients of
barley, and the process of converting it
into malt, brings the sugar promine ntly
to the front. It requires from one to
three days to convert barley into malt.
The floor, that is the ground floor of
the malt house, iz constructed of ce-
ment.

| the plans and specifications by “hu h
this malt house is built. John Niemes,
of East St. Louis, has the contract for
the masonry part, and John Gohn, of
East 8t, Louis, has the contract for the
carpenter work ; while John Soell,of St.

The
cost of the improvement in this build-
ing will amount to £30,000 or £35,000,
when complete. The Heim Bros. ex-
pect to have it in operation in four or
five weeks.

ITEMA OF INTEREST AND lluw
THE AGRICULTURISY.

Farm Hands.

Hired laborers are a necessity on most
farms. A part of the year, at least, we are
compelled to have extra help if we work
our farms anywhere near up to their full
capacity. When we hire workmen we
naturally wish to get the most we can for
our money, just as it is with everything
we buy. The employer should treat his
unen as he would like to be treated if the
situations were reversed. The men should
yield willing obedience and give faithful
service. An employer should aim to em-
ploy men who are honest and faithful—
those who will be likely to took after his
interests and are not afraid to work. As
a general thing it is cheaper aad better
to board workingmen in the family, and
if necessary hire a woman to do the ad-
ditional housework. Ringle men can af-
ford to work cheaper than men with fam-
ilies, and the cost of hired laborisan
item of farm expense that most farmers
have to consider. Men who have fami-
lies fenemlly work about ten hours a day,
while those who live with him expect to
and doe, milk the cows and do other
necessary chores before and after the
field work. Circumstances alter cases,
however, to such an extent that no rule
can be laid down forall cases. The laborer
ought to be paid fair wages. This of course
has to be decided by the ability of the
laborer, and the work to be performed.
Never scold. Tt does not pay. It works
badly for both ({-art-ies. Keep good-natur-
ed yourself, and show your men how to
do the work H starting them yourself.
If you give orders to a man to do a cer-
tain job of work, if it is at all difficult, he
may do his best and yet not do it just as
you would like. Alwaysgive praise when
it is deserved. It is no more than just
that you do this. The faculty of manag-

ing laborers is a gift some possess more
than others,

Eating before Hleepling.

Man is the only animal that can be
taught to sleep quietly on an empty stom-
ach. The brute creation resent all efforts

- to coax them to such a violation of the
laws of nature. The lion roars in the for-
estuntil he has found his prey,and when
he has devoured it he sleeps over until he
needs another meal. The horse will paw
all night in the stable, and the pig will
squeal all night in the pen, refusing rest
or sleep until they are fed. The animals

- . chew the cud have their own pro-
vigion foralate meal just before dropping
off to their nightly slumbers. Man can
train himself to the habit of sleeping
without a preceding meal, but only after
lan%lyeu.rs of practice.

The sleep which comes to adnlts long
hours after partaking of food, and when
the stomach is nearly or quite empty, is
not after the t of infantile repose.
There is all the difference in the world
between the sleep of refreshment and the
sleep of exhaustion. To sleep well the
blood that swells the veins in the head
during our busy hours must flow back,
leaving a greatly diminished volnume be-
hind the brow that throbbed with such
vehemence lately. To digest well, this
blood is needed at the stomach and nearer
the fountains of life.

It is a fact established beyond the pos-
gibility of contradiction that sleep aids
digestion, and that the process of digestion
is conducive to refreshing sleep. It needs
noa ent to convinece us of this mutunal
relation. The drowsiness which always
follows the well-ordered meal is itsell a
' sstimony of nature to this fact.

Storing Sweet Potatoes.,

The most common and most successful .
way of storing away sweet potatoes for
winter keeping in this latitude is to put
up in dust. There are other modes which
have their advocates.

In the summer when the dust is very
dry I take as many barrels or boxesas I
shall want to fill with potatoes and fill
them with road dust and put them away
in a dry place to keep until I dig m)i 30-
tatoes. IP prefer digging before frost. I dig
them and let them dry in the sun a day;
then they are stored away in a cool place ;
they are spread singly over the floor so
asnot to heat orsweat; when cold weather
sets in they are taken and stored in the
cellar; cover the bottom of the barrel or
box with about three inches of dust, then
put in a layer of potatoes close as the
can be and. not touch; cover them with
dust; then anotherlayer of potatoes, and
so on until the barrel or box is nearly
full, then fill up with dust. In this way
potatoes will keep through most any win-
ter. I find thisthe best way.—Cor. Farm
and Garden.

Apples.
. Apple exhibitors at the Southern Illi-

nois Fair report the Nickajack as worth-
less for this latitude, and the Lawyer asa
very shy bearer. Some monstrous speci-
mensofthe Buckingham were shown, and
all growers united in declaring this va-
riety to be one of the best for Southern

Illinois, as a late summer and fall apple.
Winesaps are reported as falling off, and
some growers have already begun to har-
vest them. The St. Lawrence was report-
ed as one of the very best table and mar-
ket summer apples. It is a great bearer,
beautifully striped with red, and good
flavor. Growers united in commending

* the Benoni as the very best and first
good apple in the market. It is of fine
color and flavor, and enormous bearer,
early in coming into bearing, and brings
more money than any other early apple.
It'is said to be a far better variety every
way than the Red June. The Red June
is apt to run small and bad!i,' shaped,
whereas the Benoni is uniformly perfect
in form, and increases in size as the crop
is thinned, Its onme fault is that of occa-
sionally being water-cored.—Fruit Grow-
er.

The Sun,
Edinburg Review,

In any reference to the physical histo-
ry of the sun, the stupendous magnitude
of its sphere must bcimpt vividly present
to the mind. With a diameter 105 times
longer than that of the earth, the solar
orb looks ont into space from a surface
that is 12,000 times larger than the one
which the earth enjoys. 'The bulk of the
gun is 1,800,000 times that of the earth.
If the surface of the sun were a thin ex-
ternal rind, or shell, and the earth were
placed in themiddle ofthis hollow sphere,
not only would the moon have space to
cirele in its ndual orbit without ever get-
ting outside the solar shell, but there
would be room also for a second satelite,
nearly as far again as the moon, to ac-
complish a similar conrse. The weight
of the sun is 300,000 times the weight ot
the earth, or, in round numbers, 2,000,
000,000,000,000,000,000 of tons, The mean
distance of the sun from the earth is now
so well ascertained, through investiga-
tions which -have been made in several
distinct ways, that there can scarcely be
in the estimate an error of 500,000 miles,
The distance, at the present time given,
is 92,885,000 miles. This measure is in
itself so vast that, if any traveler were to
move at the rate of four miles an hour
for ten hours a day, it would toke him
6,300 years to reach the sun. Sound would
traverse the interval if there were any-
thing in space capable of transmitting
sonorous vibrations, in fourteen years,
and a cannon ball sustaining its initial
velocity throughout would do the same
thing in nine years. A curious illustra-
tion, attributed to Prof. Mendenhall,isto
the effect that an infant, with an arm
long enough when stretched out from the
earth to reach the sun, would die of old
age before it could become conscious,
through the transmission of the nervous
impression from the hand to the brain,
that it had burned it fincers

In order that the earth thus moving
round the sun with a chasm of 93,000,000
of miles intervening space between them,
may not be drawn to the sun by the pre-

nderant attraction of its 330,000 times

reer mass, it has to shoot forward in its
path with a momental velocity fifty times
more rapid than that of the swiftest rifle
ball. But, in moving through twenty
miles of this onward path, the earth is
drawn out of a straight lliue by something
lesa than the eighth part of an inch, This
deviation is properly the source from
which the amount of the solar attraction
has been ascertained. If the earth were
suddenly arrested in its onward flight,
and its momentum was in that way de-
stroyed, it would be drawn to the sun, by
the irresistible force of its attraction, in
our months, or in the twenty-seventh
part of the time which a cannon ball
would take to accomplish the same jour-
ney.

Killed by Eleetrie Wires.
New York Special to Cincinnati Gazette,

The first fatal accidemt with electric
light wires in this city occurred about 11
a. m. to-day at Canal and Elizabeth streeta.
Two men employed a. the Brush Electric
Company were engaged in transferring
wires from telegraph poles on the east
gide of Elizabeth street to higher poles on
the west gide of the street. In order to
transfer the wires the workmen were ob-
liged to introduce sections about ten feet
long at each pole. The insulated cover-
ings were removed for a distance of a few
inches near the poles, and when the ends
of the sections had been attached the
wires were cut and transferred. Joseph
Staman, a lineman, living -in East Hous-
ton street, was working on a pole at Court
and Elizabeth streets. Contrary to orders
he removed the coverings from both: elec-
tric light wires on the crossarm where he
worked before attaching the ends of the
section to either wire. His body at once
forced a connection between the positive
and negative wires. Fred. K. Layman,
the assistant foreman, noticed Staman
hanging from the two wires, each hand
firmly clasped. His body was swinging

The Knight
isthe finest boat belonging to the Penn-
sylvania pilots and the Bayard is the
best of the Delaware service, and the
chase after the Indiana was the first op-

portunity afforded the rival cruisers to
test their relative sailing merits. The
days on which the large steamships of
the American Line are due at the apes
are well known fo the pilots, and, as the
luck{ man who first nails one ot them is
nearly $200 in pocket for his “chance,”
there is an exciting competition to over-
haul them. The Indiana was due on
Saturday, and the two boats started out
to sea, scanning the ocean horizon for
the first streamer of smoke which would
signal -the incoming steamship, The
Knight had been cruiging twenty-six
days, and had only boarded five vessels
in that time, so that Pilot Ellis Eldridge,
whose turn it was to take the next ves-
sel, felt considerable solicitude when
the Bayard was sighted at 6 o’clock in
the evening bearing east nine miles off
the lightboat on the Five-fathom Bank.
Then the chase began. All hands came
on deck to witness the race, The two
boats spread their great white wings
to catch the quickening gale, which sent
them flying like sea- over the white-
capped sea. The object of each boat
was to get to the east thus shutting each
other out from the open ocean, from
which the steamer would be most likely
to appear. For several hours it was nip
and tuck between the ocean racers, but
gradually the Knight drew ahead, and
at 10 o’clock at night, with the moonlight
broad upon her close-hauled sails, she
was showing a clean pair of heels to the
Bayard, and had taken the eastern chan-
nel, keeping a sharp lookout for the ex-
pected steamer: At 1 o'clock the Bay-
ard had been left far to the northwest,
and the two boats were nearly seventy
miles at sea. The Knight then, fearing
that the steamer might pass her so far
to the west as to enable the Bayard to
Ewk her uﬁ,- chan, her course, and

eeping wellin the lead, awaited develop-
ments. At 3:30 a. m. on Sunday the
steamer was sighted bearing north b
northeast, and the K’m‘ght without dl.ﬁg-'
culty overhauled her and put Pilot Eld-
ridge on board, with the Bayard in full
stght. The result ofthisrace has created
a good deal of surprise among the pilots
as it was gen v supposeﬁ since the
Bayard’s-masts were regulated that she
was the fastest sailboatin the Delaware
River and Bay, The Knight people now
propose to c allenge the Bayard to a
test race for $50 a side.

A Corsican Bandit
New York Herald,

Antonio Batistelli, who has been for
many years the terror of the Monte Ro-
nosa and the Monte d’Oro, in Corsica, has
been killed. For som time Batistelli be-
longed to the class called by the Corsicans
“honest bandits”—that is to say, that he
had killed a foeman in a quarrel and had
been obliged to fly from justice, living in
the mountains upon what he could get
from Hymﬁathezm friends, and even %w
levying toll upon sympathetic foes. But
of late he lost his title to be consid-
ered an honest brigand by robbing the
inoffensive ts of the district. So
it was resolved that he must be put to
death. An opportunity occurred on the
29th of August, when Batistelli robbed a
doctor of ﬁ watch at the village of Vi-
vario and was followed to a tavern, where
he went to meet a fellow brigand named
Cerati. The %indarmes, headed by a
Zouave, who had been wounded at
Reichshofen, surrounded the tavern, but
not in time to prevent Cerati making his
escape to the mountains. Batistelli, how-
ever, stood his und and fired geveral
shots at the gendarmes, but none of them
took effect, and he was shot by the Zou-
ave, who, it is feared, will in his turn fali
a victim to the vengeance of the deceased
brigand's friends.

Vertigo.

This name is from a Latin word which
means to turn, and marks the dizzy feel-
ing that characterizes the disease.”

It
comes to some persons when they are
in elevated positions, The imagination
alone can give rise to it.

Some very nervous people suffer greatly,
being unable to raise there heads from
their pillows for days at a time without
extreme dizziness; and yet they neither
have nor are threatened with any organic
disease, or any ailment that may shorten
their life.

Vertigo may be caused by loss of blood
and it is often felt by persons whose,
blood is thin and watery. Strong and
healthy people suffer from it sometimes
because they use improper diet, either too
much in quantity or bad in quality; or
they eat when they are exhausted by
work or worry. It may also be caused by
a disturbed condition of the digestive or-
gans generally.

It is plain what the treatment should
be in the less grave cases—attention to
diet, and such medicines or tonics asa
judicious physician would prescribe for
each individual case.

The Future of Smoking.

A correspondent in London Truth
makes the following predietion in re-
gard to smoking, It will strike most of
our readers—even those who smoke—
that he is decidedly “off” in some of his
statements and remarks, Still there is
no doubt but that the use of tobaceco is
greatly on the increase :
