Exports are a Vital Part of Illinois’ EconomyA

	● Preliminary Illinois exports totaled over $65.90 billion in 2021.  
The preliminary agricultural adjusted figure for 2021 is $70.57 billion.C

	● Since 2009, Illinois exports have increased by $24.28 billion, or 58.3%
	● Illinois is the largest exporting state in the Midwest and the 4th largest in the 

nation, a record, using agricultural adjusted figures provided by Census Bureau/
USDA cash receipts.C

	● 20 out of top 20 export industries increased 2020 to 2021 
	● 18 out of top 20 export industries increased 2009 to 2021
	● Top 10 Illinois export industries have seen gains since 2009
	● 9 of the top 10 Illinois export partner countries have seen gains since 2009
