ADVISING INTERNATIONAL
STUDENTS

Enrollment Requirements & Reduced Course Loads

Each fall and spring semester, international undergraduate and
graduate students must be enrolled in a minimum of 12 and 9
credit hours, respectively. They may enroll in no more than one
online course towards their full course of study, and they must be
physically present on campus for the entire semester.

There are limited exceptions to full course of study requirements
for international students, including medical issues and program
completion. In their first semester, they may reduce their course
load due to academic struggles, for reasons such as unfamiliarity
with American teaching methods and difficulty with reading
requirements. This can be a good option for students who are
having challenges with cultural and academic adjustment and
need to ease into their coursework at SIUE.

Students must first obtain permission from ISSS before taking a
reduced course load; more information about this procedure can
be found on the ISSS website.

International Student Employment Reminders

Immigration regulations and university policy limit international student on-campus employment
hours. New and continuing students may work up to 20 hours per week, inclusive of all employment,
while school is in session and up to 28 hours per week during official school breaks as long as they are
planning to enroll full-time during the next academic term.

Continuing students may work on campus up to 28 hours per week beginning after the final exam period
up until the next semester start date. Students who transfer to SIUE from another U.S. institution can
begin working once SIUE has possession of their immigration record.

International students are not permitted to work after the last day of the semester during their final
term. SIUE non-degree exchange students are not permitted to work on campus at all. More information
about on-campus employment guidelines for international students can be found on the ISSS website.

Counseling Services, Academic Advancement, and the Kimmel Student Involvement Center. Many
workshops feature student panels, where current international students share their experiences and
offer valuable advice to help newcomers adapt and thrive at SIUE.
