Black Theatre Workshop presents an annual production on campus in February and next
year the production will take inspiration from Ntozake Shange's play '""For Colored Girls...",
exploring the themes of 'sisterhood,' 'brotherhood,' and 'Black Feminism.' The show will
feature scenes from Shange's work as well as self-written or devised pieces, created by the
students. In preparation for the show, the members of the Black Theatre Workshop work
alongside the Director to write, devise, and stage the show that will serve as the annual
production. The URCA student(s) assigned to this project will have flexibility to serve in a
creative capacity (assistant directing, writing, performing) and/or in an administrative
capacity (dramaturgical research, organizing, marketing/promotion).
